for Evening Prayer
for Epiphanytide
Welcome to All Souls Anglican Church.

We look forward to sharing this LORD’S DAY with you as we worship the
triune God together dispersed in our homes and places of safety in this season of
medical crisis. The words in RED tells us what to do. The text in BOLD is what
we say together.

The Minister welcomes the people. The NOTICES may then be announced.

The Minister then may read one or more SCRIPITURE SENTENCES or a HYMN may be sung.

The Exhortation and Confession

ROTHERS and Sisters, the Holy Scripture calls us, in various places, to

acknowledge and confess our many sins and wickedness; and that we
should not try to hide them before the face of Almighty God our heavenly
Father; but confess them with a humble, lowly, penitent and obedient heart; so
that we may obtain forgiveness of them by his infinite goodness and mercy. And
although we ought, at all times, humbly to acknowledge our sins before God, we
ought to do so especially when we assemble and come together to give thanks
for the great benefits that we have received at his hands, to offer the praise that
is due to him, to hear his most holy Word, and to ask him to supply our needs
of body and soul. So I invite you to approach the throne of heavenly grace with
me, humbly and with pure intent, saying,
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A GENERAL CONFESSION s said by the whole congregation with the Minister.

LMIGHTY and most merciful Father,
we have erred and strayed from your ways like lost sheep.
We have followed too much the deceits and desires
of our own hearts.
We have offended against your holy laws.
We have left undone the things what we ought to have done,
and we have done the things that we ought not to have done;
and there is no spiritual soundness within us.
But you, O Lord, have mercy upon us miserable offenders.
Spare those who confess their faults.
Restore those who truly repent, according to your promises
declared to all people in Christ Jesus our Lord.
And grant, O merciful Father, for his sake,
that we may hereafter live a godly, righteous, and sober life,
to the glory of your holy Name. Amen.

The Declaration of Absolution

To be pronounced by the Priest alone.

LMIGHTY God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, does not desire the

death of sinners but rather that they may turn from their wickedness and
live. He has commanded and authorized his Ministers to assure his people that
they will receive absolution and remission when they repent of their sins. He
pardons and forgives all who truly repent and sincerely believe his holy Gospel.
Therefore let us ask him to grant us true repentance and his Holy Spirit, so that
what we do now may please him, that the rest of our lives may be pure and holy;

and that finally we may come to his eternal joy; through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Amen.

If no priest is present the Minister or the person leading the service shall read the Collect for the Twenty-
First Sunday after Trinity.
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Then the Minister shall say or sing the LORD'S PRAYER, the people repeating with hin.

UR Father which art in heaven,

hallowed be thy Name,

Thy kingdom come,

Thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses,

as we forgive them that trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation,

but deliver us from evil.
For thine is the kingdom,

the power, and the glory,

for ever and ever. Amen.

The Preces and Responses
Then in the same way the Minister shall say or sing,

O Lord, open our lips.
And our mouth shall proclaim your praise.

O God, make speed to save us.
O Lord, make haste to help us.

The Priest shall say or sing,

Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit:
As it was in the beginning, is now, and shall be forever;
world without end. Amen.

Let us praise the Lord.
The Lord’s Name be praised.
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The Psalm of the Day
Then shall follow a portion of the PSALMS from the separate PSALTER & READINGS.

Old Testament Reading: Genesis 18.16b-33

And after that shall be said or sung Magnificat (or Song of the Blessed 1 irgin Mary) as follows.

He has helped his servant Israel in remembrance of his mercy, | | as he spoke to our
fathers, Abraham and his offspring forever.

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Then shall be read, in like manner, the SECOND READING, faken from the New Testament. Before
the reading the reader says,

Here begins the verse of the chapter of the Book of .
After the reading the reader says,

Here ends the second Lesson.
New Testament Reading: 2 Peter 2.4-10

And after that shall be sung or said Nunc dimttis (or Song of Simeon) as follows.

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LORD, now you are letting your servant depart in peace,| |according to your word,;
for my eyes have seen | | your salvation,

that you have prepared || in the presence of all people,

a light for revelation to the Gentiles, | |and for glory to your people Israel.

Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, | | and to the Holy Spirit:

As it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall be; | [world without end. A-men.
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The Apostles’ Creed
Then shall be said or sung the Apostles’ Creed, by the Minister and the people.

BELIEVE in God the Father Almighty,
Creator of heaven and earth.

And I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord.
He was conceived by the Holy Spirit

and born of the Virgin Mary.
He suffered under Pontius Pilate,

was crucified, died, and was buried.
He descended into hell.
On the third day he rose again.
He ascended into heaven

and sits at the right hand of God the Father Almighty.
From there he shall come to judge the living and the dead.
I believe in the Holy Spirit;

the holy Catholic Church;

the communion of saints;

the forgiveness of sins;

the resurrection of the body,

and the life everlasting. Amen.

The Versicles and Responses
And after that these prayers following, the Minister first pronouncing,

The Lord be with you.
And with your spirit.

Let us pray.

Lord, have mercy upon us.
Christ, have mercy upon us.
Lord, have mercy upon us.
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The Lord’s Prayer may then be said.

UR Father which art in heaven,
hallowed be thy Name,
Thy kingdom come,

Thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses,

as we forgive them that trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation,

but deliver us from evil. Amen.

Then the Priest, standing, shall say,

O Lord, show your mercy upon us.
And grant us your salvation.

O Lord, save out nations.
And mercifully hear us when we call upon you.

Endue your Ministers with righteousness.
And make your chosen people joyful.

O Lord, save your people.
And bless your inheritance.

Give peace in our time, O Lord.
Because there is none other who fights for us,
but only you, O God.

O God, make clean our hearts within us.

And take not your Holy Spirit from us.

Then three Collects are said or sung.
The first is always the COLLECT OF THE DAY.

The last two Collects shall be sazd without alteration throughout the year.
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A Collect for Peace

GOD, from whom all holy desires, all good counsels, and all righteous

works do proceed: give to us your servants that peace which the world
cannot give; so that both our hearts may be set to obey your commandments,
and we being delivered by you from the fear of our enemies, may pass our time
in rest and quietness; through the merits of Jesus Christ our Savior. Amen.

A Collect for Aid against all Perils

IGHTEN our darkness, we beseech you, O Lord; and by your great mercy
defend us from all perils and dangers of this night;
tfor the love of your only Son, our Savior Jesus Christ. Amen.

Here ends the set order for Evening Prayer.

A HYMN or other song(s) may be sung and a SERMON may be preached.

The Minister may end with other prayers and general intercessions as he shall think fit.
